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This design is created using sine & cosine graphs which created two eyes with a nose. 

There were obstacles when deciding the design and what were the equations needed to plot the design. The design was formed by the different coefficients and periods by observing the characteristics of the trigonometric graphs. This 'trigo alien' was the intercept of 2 graphs and made it special by not having a mouth. The alien is an old one with glaring eyes where the wrinkles are the curve at the points x<-3 and x>3. The origin (0, 0) single-nostril alien. Another problem was choosing the minimum and maximum points for both axes. In this way, the eyes of the alien would be appropriate size and looked better in terms of proportions.
