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The portrait of Einstein and his famous equation E = mc2 was created using the various tools under the ‘Draw’ Function, such as Pen and Circle. The main problem faced was the tedious process of individually deleting points using the ‘Pt-Off’ Function to create the comic impression of Einstein. Then, the graph of r = sin{cos[tan{tan[cos(sinθ)]}]} was plotted at the bottom right corner by adjusting the limits. The graph was modified using ‘Pen’ Function to create the three axes and the hourglass, symbolising the space-time continuum. Finally, ‘Text’ Function was employed to add the caption to inspire us as we learn with Graphic Calculators!
